Information 
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     Horsin’ Around Frankfort is a public art pro-
ject sponsored by the Beautification Committee 
of a special Task Force created to prepare 
Frankfort for the World Equestrian Games in 
2010.  The Task Force is joint effort spear-
headed by the Frankfort Tourist Commission 
with the co-sponsorship of the City of Frankfort 
and Franklin County Government.  This is one of 
several projects designed to make Frankfort 
more attractive, enliven cultural activity and in-
crease tourism in Frankfort before and during the 

Games.   

     The World Equestrian Games are held every 
four years, two years prior to the Olympic 
Games, and recognized by the International 
Olympic Committee as the equestrian Olympics.

     Horsin Around Frankfort is similar in 
scope and organization to the Capital Seats 
project of 2003, except  the benches will con-
tain equestrian themes representing the eight 
events that make up the World Equestrian 
Games; jumping, dressage, eventing, driv-
ing, reining, vaulting, endurance and para 
dressage. More than 50 benches sponsored 
by local businesses, organizations, and indi-
viduals, will be transformed into original works 
of art by local artists and craftspeople and 
placed throughout the community for the pub-
lic to use and enjoy between June and Octo-

ber, 2010.     

   

     All artists, amateur or professional, individ-
ual or in groups, are eligible.    An artist may 
apply with a sponsor or independently.  
School classes and social service organiza-
tions are encouraged to participate.  Designs 

will be reviewed 
and approved as 
they are re-
ceived.  Each 
artist will receive 
a stipend and a 
starter bench for 
an approved 
design, not to 
exceed two de-

signs.
